The Technical Infrastructure
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In neighbourhoods where the water system has been renewed, the inhabitants now have
access lo clean drnking water 24 hours a day.

Defective technical infrastructure was one of the
reasons for the inhabitants to leave the Old City.
Leaking pipes damaged the foundations of buildings
and posed a health hazard when waste water polluted
ground water.

For the renewal of the water pipes, sewer networks
and street pavements advanced construction
techniques and safety standards are being applied
and a system for maintenance is being introduced.
The renewal of the infrastructure has created new trust
in the site - a basis for private investment has been
laid.
