The Urban Environment The environmental conditions in some parts of the
Old City weigh heavily on the residents’ comfort and

health.

Measures for the improvement of environmental
conditions include traffic reduction, the promotion
of thermal insulation and appropriate heating
systems for households, the planting of greenery,
and awareness-raising campaigns. The utility of
these measures is demonstrated by studies on noise
and air pollution levels. By 2007 an effective waste
collection system adapted to the specific conditions
in the Old City will be operational.
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
